Do not attempt to
remove rollers during operation.

* Never move the instrument while the equipment is under operation.

* If liquids are spilled on the roller, the instrument must be cleaned carefully
and properly before being used again.

* Prior to mixing, the tubes should be visually inspected for material damage.
Damaged tubes must not be used as this can result in sample loss and the
contamination of the product..

* The maximum capacity of 2 kg most not be exceeded.

* This product must be used for the specified applications only. It must not be
operated in a hazardous or flammable environment and must not be iii
used to mix explosive or highly reactive substances.

* Do not place the potential hazardous material within the clearance area/
envelope.

* Keep this user manual in a place where it is easily accessed by the user.

* Wear your personal protective equipment in accordance with the hazards
category of the medium to be processed.

* Place the instrument on a flat, leveled and solid surface. Make sure the feet

2. SAFETY PRECATIONS

Load the tubes safely between the rollers. Always distribute the samples
evenly on the device.

Do not move the instrument while it is operating or connected to the main
power supply.

Ensure that the hinges are properly locked before performing any operation.
Do not apply any pressure to the hinges and it should be used only for
locking and unlocking rollers.

Remove the roller/s one after another. .

Ensure that only closed tubes are used for mixing and rolling.

Do not lean on the equipment. It may damage the equipment or harm the
operator.

Do not fill tubes near the device. Liquid spillage may harm the device.

In the event of contamination caused by aggressive agents, the device must
be cleaned immediately using a natural cleaning liquid. If any damage is
seen, contact the service technician.

The power adaptor given with unit is designed to be used for this particular
unit. Do not use any other power adaptor.

Only process media which will not react dangerously to the extra energy
produce by mixing.

Do not operate the appliance in explosive atmosphere with hazardous

substance or under water.




3. INSTALLATION

Gently remove the upper packaging and take out the tube roller by holding
it from the bottom. When this equipment is used for the first time, ensure
that all the packaging accessories are removed from the product. Please
keep all the packaging in safe storage for at least 2 years for warranty

purposes.

3.1 LOCATION & MOUNTING
Place the device on a flat and leveled surface and ensure that all four feet stands
on the surface firmly. Avoid installing on a slippery surface or surface prone to

vibration.

3.2 CONNECTING THE POWER ADAPTOR

6. REMOVING & INSTALLING ROLLERS

6.1 REMOVING ROLLERS
Device rollers can be removed / changed by a simple push up and pull process.

First open the Hinge as shown in the below image and then remove the rollers.
1)Open hinge, 2) push the roller gently on hinge side, 3) pull the roller up, 4) Pull
therollrt out of the side opposite to the hinge..

Below image shows the process to remove rollers.

Always remove the rollersin order.

Remove the 1" roller then 2" and so on.. u Removable Roller
User won’t be able to remove the roller from between.

6.2 INSTALLING ROLLERS

Follow the exact reverse process to insert the roller back to tube roller. Below

image shows the step by step procedure to insert the roller backin the unit.




7. OPERATION
7.1 POWER ON THE DEVICE

Power Adaptor

After connecting the power adaptor to back side of device, switch the main power
supply to “ON” & then switch ON the device from rear side end. Make sure that

tubes are loaded properly before use. Do not start the device if the hinge is open.

7.2 SETTING SPEED

Press ‘Speed’ to select speed value and then press ‘Increment / Decrement’ to set
required speed. The speed for operation ranges from 10 RPM to 80 RPM with
incremental/decremental step of 1 RPM. Speed values are saved after blinking 5

times.

7.3 SETTING TIME

Press “Time” to select time value and use increment or decrement button to set
run time. Run time for operation can be set between 1 minute to 99 minutes with
incremental/decremental step of 1 minute. It can also be set for continuous or

o

infinite mode indicated by in time display. The value will be saved after 5

blinks. The timer is a countdown timer and will get activated as soon as the

operation starts. Time cannot be modified when the unitis in operation.

7.4 START / STOP OPERATION
Once the required speed and time are set, press “Start / Stop” to START
operation. Speed gradually increases from lower RPM to set RPM and time takes

effectas soon asthe operation starts.
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7. OPERATION

Press “Start / Stop” again to STOP the ongoing operation at any time. Speed

gradually decrease from set RPM to zero (0) and stopsin a few seconds.

Note: Speed and time cannot be changed/ modified in-between operation.

7.5 DEFAULT PULSE MODE
Pulse mode is used for vigorous mixing of samples by rolling with a momentary

pause every 30 seconds. Default cycle time set for pulse mode is 30 seconds.

Set required speed and total run time before activating pulse mode to guide the

device to start pulse mode operation for that particular speed and total run time.

Once the speed and total run time are set, press “Pulse Button” to START pulse

mode operation for that particular speed and total run time.
In pulse mode, pulse LED will glow indicating pulse mode operation is activated.

Example: Speed set to 50 RPM and total run time set to 2 minutes. Then pulse
mode operation will have a speed of 50 RPM and total run time of 2 minutes. It
means there will be rolling for 30 seconds (cycle time) with momentary pause in-
between and then again rolling for 30 seconds (cycle time) for total of 2 minutes

(total runtime).

Press “Pulse” again to stop ongoing pulse mode operation. User can also Press

“Start/Stop” to STOP ongoing pulse mode operation.

7.6 PROGRAMMABLE PULSE MODE
User can also program the pulse mode and set it for alternating times from 30 secs

to 90 secs.

First set the required speed and total run time for operation. Then hold down the
“Pulse” button to select the cycle time of rolling. the cycle time value will appear
on the right side display, “SEC” will appear in left side display and pulse LED will
start blinking indicating that the user can now modify the cycle time. Use

increment or decrement button to modify the cycle time between 30 seconds to

90 seconds. Once cycle time is modified, it will automatically save after 5 blinks.
Press the “Pulse Button once” to START pulse mode operation with modified

cycletime.

Press “Pulse” again to stop pulse mode operation. User can also Press “Start /

Stop” to STOP ongoing pulse mode operation.

7.7 PROGRAM MODE
The program mode operation feature allows the user to save 9 programs which
can have different speed and time parameters. User can use any of these

programmed parameters by simply turning ON the program mode.

To turn ON the program mode, hold down “Prog” untill “Prog on” displays

indicating program mode is activated.

Once set RPM is reached, the
program “Px” (with x = 1 to 9) and its “Speed” & “Time” value will display
alternatively.

Note: On every restart, the device automatically comes out of program mode. It shows the

last run default speed and time value.

POWER MODE

The fucntion of this particular feature is that in case of power failure, equipment
saves the SPEED, TIME and other details as set by the user. When the power
returns, equipment runs for the remaining time left with cycle time of +/- 5 mins.

Equipment saves the runtime every 5 minutes of operation.

To select this feature, long press “TIME” button. Unless and until this feature is

not switched on, Tube Roller will not resume its operation after power failure.

Example: User has set RPM of 45, time of 35 mins. After completion of 23 mins,
there was power cut and operation comes to a stand still. Just before the power
cut, remaining time seen on the display was 23 mins. When the power returns,
the tube roller willassume its operation from 25 mins with the set RPM and other

operational values.
